1. Meeting called to order 
Mike Dau called the September 16, 2024 Town of Milltown Board Meeting to order at 7:00pm.

2. Agenda Additions or Changes (According to Open Meeting Laws) Jon Eckel made a motion to accept the agenda as is, Chris Nelson seconded.  Passed.

3. Public Comment:  Carol Johnson talked about 188th Ave with the road washout.  Frank came out and assessed the situation and did a plan, she is still waiting on the work to be done.  Maintenance has only one person working and other items have arisen that needed to be taken care of.  She also stated that the green street sign for 190th the sign is very faded and could be replaced.  The sign is not visible enough to see.  Frank will order signs for 190th, 230th and 235th.  

4. Prior meeting minutes approval   
August 14, 2024 Meeting Minutes:  Chris Nelson made a motion to accept the minutes with the acceptance of the corrections that Chris Nelson read aloud and handed to the clerk to make the corrections.  Jon Eckel seconded.  Passed.
 
5. Financial Report approval 
Financial Report Ending September 10, 2024
Profit & Loss Ending August 31, 2024
Jon Eckel made a motion to approve the financial report, profit and loss and pay the bills.  Chris Nelson seconded.  Passed.

6. Maintenance Report
Frank took the 2017 truck to Johnson Motors in New Richmond inquiring about them buying the truck.  Frank was told that since there is an international motor in the truck that they would not buy and suggested we put on WI Surplus for sale.  Frank took a look at WI Surplus and found single axle trucks for $160,000 and a quad for $89,000 in Utah.  It was mentioned that either Nicks Trucking or Town of Grantsburg might be interested in the 2017 truck, Frank will talk with Grantsburg.  Chris Nelson made a motion to move the discussion of selling the truck and selling price of 2017 truck to closed session.  Jon Eckel seconded.  Passed. 

Frank reported that Delmore Consulting has a program service to inventory and rate all culverts for $15K.  The board made a decision not to move forward with Delmore Consulting.
Frank brought up that there is $56K in the road budget for chip seal which could be used for screening for sand and ordering product for Kemoh Park.  The cost for cold mix is approximately $1K per truck load.  Jon Eckel made a motion to start pre screening of sand and to purchase 6 loads of cold mix for Kemoh Park.  Chris Nelson seconded.  Passed.

Tax payers are calling stating that 235th is soft on the edges.  Frank reported that 235th is pulverized and with the 2 ½” of rain he will either grade this week or put gravel on to fix the soft spots.  

Doug Bergstrom reported that the USDA Rural Development has no deadlines for grants and no money at this time for grants. 7. New Business 

a. Doug Gervais – Approval for Pole Shed, see attached certified survey map.  Doug presented that on 136th St there is .76 acres out of a 3-acre parcel, which he is not the owner of the property, but the owners have given permission to put a 65X42 pole barn building on.  After further discussion, Jon Eckel made a motion to deny the request per our 3-acre minimum lot zoning language.  Chris Nelson seconded.  Passed.  
b. Apron Bids – received one bid from S&A contracting on the apron bid for a total of $41750.00.  After further discussion, Chris Nelson made a motion to table until a special meeting can be scheduled.  Additional information that is needed for the bid is the omission of fiber mesh, completion date and references.  Clerk will contact the vendor and as for an updated proposal.  Jon Eckel seconded.  Passed. 
c. Elections – Gary Lilyquist -discussion on settings on the voting equipment.  After further discussion, Jon Eckel made a motion that the Town of Milltown will use the Command Central recommended settings for the voting equipment provided the state does not have any other mandated changes.  Chris Nelson seconded.  Passed. 
d. Truck – sale of truck, discussed in the maintenance report.
e. Dehumidifier Proposal-Chris Nelson made a motion to table and have Maxwell Heating attend the October 14, 2024 meeting to answer questions the Town of Milltown Board Members have on the proposal.  Jon Eckel seconded.  Passed.
f. Half Moon Landing – Donation Box – Ellen Butler- Ellen updated board on issues with Half Moon Lake and trying to control Milfoil with wild rice also found in the lake.  Mike McMahon and Ellen Butler are asking approval of a donation box and wording sign to explain what the monies are being used for, to help with the cost of keeping the lake clean.  Jon Eckel made a motion to approve the donation box and wording on sign, which Ellen will present the wording to the board for approval, at Half Moon Lake.  Chris Nelson seconded.  Passed.
g. Maintenance Worker Hired – Town of Milltown has hired Jim Bethke and will start working on 10/7/24.  

8. Old Business

a. Antler Lake Landing Grant:  Doub Bergstrom updated the board on the grant that was submitted.  The grant will have to be resubmitted under individual permit and resubmitted in April 2025 because of the type of material being used for the landing.  Town of Milltown scored third in this round of submitting the grant.


9. Closed session:  The Town of Milltown will hold a Closed Session pursuant to Wis Stat 19.85 (1) (e) deliberating or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session." for the Town of Milltown Shop Addition.

Mike Dau made a motion to move into open session.  Chris Nelson seconded.  Passed.

Chris Nelson made a motion to have Frank Rau contact the Chairman and Maintenance Supervisor of Grantsburg to ask if they want to buy 2017 tandem axle dump truck for $65K.  Jon Eckel seconded.  Passed.

10. Closed session: Closed Session:  The Town of Milltown will hold a closed session pursuant to Wis Stat 19.85(1)(c), Wis. Stat for discussion of employment.
